involvement to the BYSF ‘09

•represent an organization from the Balkan region 
(locally or nationally)

•show motivation to be part of an international 

learning experience

The priority will be given to applicants from the 
following countries: Albania, Bosnia and 
Herzegovina, Croatia, Kosovo, Macedonia, 
Montenegro, Romania, Serbia and Slovenia. We 

will accept a number of applicants from other 
Council of Europe countries.

The working language will be English. Applicants are 

requested to have good knowledge of English.

Methodology of the Forum

The forum will be based on the principles and practice 
of non-formal education and is conceived to allow a 

learner-centered approach taking into account the 

needs, interests and the experiences of participants.

Through the use of Open Space Technology 
participants will be empowered to influence the agenda 

and the outcomes of the forum. Participants will have 

the opportunity to make personal contributions and will 

be encouraged to organize follow-up projects after the 

BYSF ’09 and thereby transfer the new gained 
knowledge to young people in their community and 

organizations.

The BYSF ‘09 will take place from the 
7th – 13th of September 2009
in the capital of Bosnia & Herzegovina, Sarajevo.
